individually - but in which pecple everywhere in Lesotho have
combined with the aim of solving their difficulties and for
which they may appeal to Govermment and world organisations

for assistatice. I do not sec any valid rcecason why politicians
should interfere in these healthy national projects by
splitting the pcople into warring camps. Let us remember

that a house divided againsi itself falig, We cannot

afford to fight against oae anotherzr before we have laid the
foundation stones of our improvement and out country's economic
development, :

I am particulerly plcased these days to note that
all over Lesotho our people are desertiag the Opposition camps
in large mumbers and giving their support to the ruling party,
However, it would have been most surprising if after three
years of attaining self-xule you still did not realise that
the Opposition is a stumbling block to your progress, Instead
of helping you, they would stab you-in the back, Whatever
Government tries to do for your own good is criticised
vehemently by them, regardlees of the serious repercussions

on you. I am cenvinced that only when.we have Opposition
are of the people before their own

Parties who place the welf
selfish intercets can the people once again think of electing
the Oppositicn; as things awe, the natiocn gains nothing by,
electing them. If you did so, you would be committing
suicide - in which case, to tvanslate a Basotho proverb,

"self-}ﬁf}ict€d injury cails for no syhpafhy", It is time
you asked‘yourselves why it is that top-ranking officials of
the B,C.P, and M,F.P, are deserting their Parties and joining
the ruling Parcty in such great nurbers, The reason is not

far to seck, and it is a fact that you cannot always fool the
people; (It has now come to the pdint where the people are
satisfied that their salvation lies in the hands of the present
Governmenf.
