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Mokhehle and his I.C.F. are “travelling with their load of
reaningless politics whercby they criticise the Fepublic of
South Africs end turn Lcsotho into a ficld of confusion which

rerely drags er into poverty, bloodshed and risery.

Fersonally, I see no rcason why - for the purposes of
successful economic development - the countrics South of the
Zawbesi such as Lesotho, the Lepublic of South Africa, Ectswana,
Swaziland, Malawi, and cven Zambia, should not poocl their .
strength and technical erperts, c¥chanze ideas and co-operate
for rutual bencfit in the economic developrent of all thesc
countrice, Above all, I would insist on cstreseing that thet
the benefit we can cderive frorm the successful =sdvancenent which
the Fepublic of South Africe has already achieved, cannot be
over-valu?ﬂ, for she is the rost highly developed of all other

countrice in Africa.

Anyons who faile to appreciate the benefits that can be
derived from such mutual acsistance and co-operation must be
very hard to comvince - he rust bec stony-hearted. _ But of
course cven the rost stony-hearted nced not be a problem in
Southern Africa, becausc we could elways invite Dr. Chris
Barnard to perforr 2 hcert-transplant operation and give him 2

hurzn heart,

Ho seneible pcrson can ke indiffercnt to the obvious
rarsin between the, economically ceveloped and the under-
: developed countrics. It is not therefore. an unfounded
criticisr that the developer countrics do not always- assist
the less fortunate oncs. Put what ie so often overlooked is
hat even when. the wealthicr countrics try to assist the poorer
oncs, such assistancc is soretinces accepted with a bad grace
-and even a spiteful attitude, . Such ascistance would indeed
have been doubly succcssful had it been accompanicd by tecchnical
aid from ex¥pertes and specialiste,. but it frcquently. happens
that the receiving countrics do not welcorc the cxperts end
specialists bccause of their own intermal politice, In short,
let ﬁe-an that therc is no greater obstaclc to assistance than
that created by the political whirlwinds in the 2id-receiving
countrics, Unless a recredy is f@und, I fcdr that becauss of
the present political situntion in Africa, shec may find hersclf
far behind the rost of the other continents ih the world, To
illuctrate thquorce qf this argument: In some parts of Africa
there are custors which lecad the Chicfs to.obstruct developrent
‘because their own wey of thinking is old-fashioned, They
