a vital and urzent necessity, It +ill not oniy serve to
train and disciplinc the youth of Lesotho, but such a
movement rould play 2 valueble r6le in the betterment of
our youth; many of vhom are lcading wasted lives, Such a
movement could alco be an asset to the economy of Lesatho as
